The suspect enters the bank and presents a threatening demand note to the bank
teller, demanding cash. Suspect is believed to be using a vehicle and may have an
accomplice assisting him.

Suspect’s Description:

The suspect is described as an African American or possibly a Somali or Ethiopian
male, mid 20’s, 5’07” to 5’08” tall, medium build, wearing a cap or beanie, black
jacket or hooded sweatshirts and generally dark jeans.
