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Unknown Suspect Wanted for Bank Robbery
Up to $1,000 Reward Offered

locating an unknown suspect wanted in connection with a bank robbery in Rancho
San Diego.

On December 22, 2016, at approximately 11:20 a.m., a female suspect entered the
Union Bank, located at 2644 Jamacha Road in Rancho San Diego, and presented a
demand note to a bank teller. The teller complied with the suspect’s demands and
gave her an undisclosed amount of money. The suspect fled the bank on foot.

Suspect’s Description:

The suspect is described as an African-American female, with a heavy build,
approximately 40-50 years old, and standing about 5’4" tall. She had shoulder-
length, black, curly hair and was last seen wearing an orange shirt and a brown hat.
